GENERAL INFORMATION 

Cost of booth is required in advance. No payment to Sherburne Arts Festival (SAF) will be 

accepted on day of the show. CHECKS MUST BE MADE PAYABLE TO THE 

SHERBURNE PUBLIC LIBRARY. IF CHECKS ARE NOT MADE PAYABLE TO 

SHERBURNE PUBLIC LIBRARY, SPACE RESERVATION IS NOT GUARANTEED. 

 

Artists and Crafters (ARTISTS) are required to provide their own set-up, including table(s), 

chair(s), trash can/bag, booth décor, art display supplies. SAF will provide an 8’x4’ 

(approximate) space per Artist in SAF tents and wooden fencing for display of 

paintings/drawings/illustrations and other framed work. Artists with pop-up tents are allowed 

10’x10’ space unless special arrangements with SAF have been made prior to the show. SAF 

will provide several large tents throughout Gaines Park. Artists should indicate preference 

to be under SAF tents or if they will be providing their own pop-up tent (see previous 

page). Different fees apply. 
 

Artists will be assigned a booth space number on a first come first served basis, with 

notification by email. No changes in booth space will be allowed once assigned. 

 

Show will begin at 10 a.m. on June 9. Artists are required to check in at the Gaines Park 

Information Booth between 8:30-9:30 a.m. and be set up no later than 9:45 a.m. Tear down 

can begin no earlier than 4:00 p.m. 

 

Artists should bring cash/change for purchases made. No cash/change will be provided by 

SAF. 

 

Artists are required to pay sales tax on sales made, as appropriate. 

 

A maximum of 10 direct sales representatives are allowed at the show and will be located 

separate from Artists with handmade goods. Direct sales representatives pay a fee of $75 and 

are considered show “sponsors.” 

 

PARKING 

Parking is available across East State Street in Sherburne village lot. Additional village 

parking is available on North Main Street next to Joe & Vinny’s Pizza, and on West State 

Street by the post office. Artists may park temporarily in front of Gaines Park to unload.
